          Local Science Teacher Wins National Award;

             Other Educators Graduate from Challenger Center Program

WHO:
Officials from the Challenger Learning Center today will reveal the name of the winner of a prestigious national teaching award, at a reception to be held at The Boeing Company. 

WHAT: 
The award winner – a science teacher from the St. Louis area – is one of seven educators from around the nation being honored by The Challenger Center for Space Science Education with the Turner N. Wiley Award.  The honor recognizes teachers who exemplify the spirit of the Challenger crew’s education mission, and who share a commitment to learning about science, mathematics, and technology. This teacher will be receiving a rare Apollo 8 medallion produced by NASA during the Apollo-era race to the first lunar landing.
The award winner is one of more than 50 educators from throughout the St. Louis area who have just completed a comprehensive education program at the Challenger Learning Center-St. Louis.  The program included a teacher workshop, a curriculum guide with activities aligned with state education standards and a student program at the Center. The program was made possible by a $50,000 grant from Boeing. 
The Challenger Learning Center-St. Louis features a replica space station and Mission Control, where participants partake in a simulated space mission. It is part of the Challenger Center for Space Science Education, an international not-for-profit education organization founded in April 1986 by the families of the astronauts tragically lost during the Challenger space shuttle mission.
